Both A.P. English III and Honors English III students study American literature.  To help prepare for the courses, the following books are assigned for reading over the summer.


1. J.D. Salinger’s  The Catcher in the Rye follows the adventures of a cynical sixteen-



year-old who has left prep school and goes to New York city to look for meaning 



in his life.


2. Mark Twain’s The Adventures of Huckleberry Finn is the classic story of a boy’s



moral journey while he travels down the Mississippi River.


3. Zora Neale Hurston’s Their Eyes Were Watching God traces an African American



woman’s quest for identity.

Students should read these books carefully, noting the author’s style and tone as well as plot and character development.  Additionally, students should pay special attention to any commonality of theme among the books.

Students should be prepared to take an objective test on the books at the beginning of the semester, and to address each in-depth in subsequent weeks.
Second semester students have the option of taking the objective test at the beginning of the first semester if they wish.  The date for this after school test will be announced when school resumes in the fall.
