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The Essential Question for Oedipus the King, Antigone, Speak, and Catch Me if You Can:
Your End-of-Unit Evaluation

     The plot of Oedipus the King is driven by Oedipus’s determination to find out who killed King Laius.  In Antigone, Creon, Antigone, Haemon, and Tiresias are three characters who fight for the right to share their personal truths with others.  Regardless of what happens to the corpse of Polynices (and to Antigone herself) their views of religious law vs. laws of the state will be heard.  In Speak, Melinda Sordino spends the better part of a school year suffering in silence about the fact that she was raped at an end-of–summer party.  In the film Catch Me If You Can, Frank Abagnale, Jr. uses a combination of truth-telling and lies to establish his place in the worlds where he wishes to fit in.  Does seeking, speaking, or facing the truth set you free?  If so, how?  If not, why not?  Use examples from three (3) of these five (4) works to support your answer.  Yes, you may use notes to help you as you write your response.  The value of this assignment is one test grade.
Hints for maximizing your score:

1. In the introduction, be sure to express your point of view on the essential question.  Hint at the examples you will present from Oedipus the King, Antigone, Speak, and Catch Me if You Can.
2. Remember that three (3) is the magic number.  You must use examples from three of the major works in order to support your response to the essential question.

3. Don’t quit too early.  In a concluding paragraph, wrap up your explanations by re-presenting your point-of-view and summarizing the examples you have used to support it.

4. Spell check and grammar check your response before turning it in.
