The Final Checklist

Structure

· I have formulated a coherent thesis that takes one side of the issue or controversy.
· I supported my thesis with 3 reasons backed up by cue details (statistics, facts, or opinions quoted from a noted authority).  I gave proper credit to the sources of my cue details by following them with parenthetical citations.
· My speech outline begins with an “opening story,” some sort of capture statement or anecdote that will grab the listener’s attention.

· I have a closing story that will manipulate my audience.  I have gone for the human angle that will make my classmates (and easily influenced teacher) rally to my cause.

· I have a visual aid that I will use to help me convey my ideas as I am delivering my speech.  It is a wildly creative poster, a chart, an audiotape, a videotape, a drawing  Powerpoint, etc.  I will NOT simply pass around a small photo or picture in a book.

Process

· I found five (5) possible sources and narrowed them down to the three (3) that I used to produce my speech outline. 
· I have listed my 3+ sources on a separate, Works Cited page.
· Copies of my 3 internet sources are attached behind the final speech outline, outline worksheet, and Works Cited page.

· I have a minimum of 3 parenthetical citations within the text of my speech outline. 

· A parenthetical citation follows all quotes, paraphrased information, and diagrams or pictures.

· My speech outline is typed in a font like 12 pt. Times Roman.  It is also clearly organized and written in complete sentences.
